DISCUSSION

The local EMS agencies (LEMSA) continue to develop local optional Stroke Care Systems and/or STEMI (ST segment elevation myocardial infarction - a heart attack recognized on a 12-lead EKG) Care Systems. The systems’ structure and depth vary from LEMSA to LEMSA. To date, the EMS Authority has identified all LEMSAs are in varying levels of development of STEMI and/or Stroke systems of care. A system is defined as facility recognition, destination policy, quality improvement process, and data collection.

The EMS Authority is currently working on a plan for the development of STEMI and Stroke Systems regulations in California.  The development of STEMI System regulations will begin in July 2011 and the Stroke System regulations will begin in Fall 2011.  Each set of regulations will be on a two year timeline.  EMS partners will be asked to participate in the process.
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
