DISCUSSION

Annual EMSC Conference 
The 12th Annual EMS for Children Conference “Toddlers to Teens and Everything In-Between” was held on November 12, 2009, at the Sheraton Grand Hotel in Sacramento.  There were attendees from the prehospital, nursing and administrative fields.  Among the many conference highlights were presentations that included:

This was our largest EMSC conference with over 150 people in attendance.

EMSC Technical Advisory Committee (EMSC TAC)
Pediatric Disaster Preparedness Guidelines for Hospitals and LEMSAs:  The draft EMSC Pediatric Disaster Preparedness Guidelines:  LEMSAs (EMSA #197) and EMSC Pediatric Disaster Preparedness Guidelines: Hospitals (EMSA #198) were revised by the EMSC TAC disaster preparedness subcommittee based on the comments received during the 
60-day public comment period.  The revised guidelines were also presented and reviewed by the CDMOM Committee.  The revised draft guidelines will be reviewed by the EMSC TAC in December.  It is expected that the final document will be presented to the Commission on EMS for approval in March, 2010.
Intensive Care Services for Pediatric Trauma Patients:  The draft Intensive Care Services for Pediatric Trauma Patients (EMSA #194) was reviewed by representatives from the Regional Trauma Coordinating Committees (RTCC).  The group made a few changes to the document.  The revised draft will be presented to the State Trauma Advisory Committee (TAC) in December, 2009.  Once the document is approved by the TAC, the draft document will go out for a second public comment period for 15-days.  It is expected that the document will be provided to the Commission on EMS in March for approval.
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
