SUBJECT:

Maintaining National Registry Registration 

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Receive information on the processes for maintaining National Registry of EMTs (NREMTs) registration for EMTs and paramedics. 
FISCAL IMPACT:

There would be costs associated with an increase in the hours of continuing education and the NREMT fees are as follows:

EMT Recertification - $15.00 or $70.00 if the EMT elects to take the computer examination. 

Paramedic Recertification - $20.00 or $110 if the paramedic elects to take the computer examination. 
DISCUSSION:

Maintaining EMT Registraion
In order to recertify with the NREMT the following requirements must be met:

1. Complete a total of 72 hours of education including 
a. Completion of a 24 refresher course that meets the US DOT EMT-Basic Refresher Course requirements or if a formal refresher course was not completed, obtain continuing education in the following core content:

b. Complete an additional 48 hours of EMS Related Continuing Education. 
In lieu of completing 72 hours of continuing education, the EMT re-registration candidate may make one attempt on the computer examination within six months of their expiration date.  The cost of the examination is $70.00. 
2. Maintain a current CPR card.

3. Demonstrate skills competency as verified by Training Program Director, Director of Operations or Physician Medical Director. 
Maintaining Paramedic Registration 
In order to recertify with the NREMT the paramedic must be actively working within an emergency medical service, rescue service, or patient health care facility using your ALS skills.  Paramedics not currently practicing, may recertify as inactive, but need to meet the same recertification requirements. 
1. Complete a total of 72 hours of education including: 

a. Completion of an approved 48 hour DOT National Standard Paramedic Refresher 

b. Completion of 24 hours of additional continuing EMS related education.
In lieu of completing 72 hours of continuing education, the paramedic re-registration candidate may make one attempt on the computer examination within six months of their expiration date.  The cost of the examination is $110.00. 

2. Maintain a current CPR card. 

3. Verification of skills competency by the paramedic’s physician medical director. 
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
