Amendments to Paramedic Regulations
RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Receive information regarding the proposed amendments to the Paramedic Regulations. 

FISCAL IMPACT:
None initially, however some paramedic service providers may experience increased training and equipment costs associated with the addition of certain scope of practice items. 

DISCUSSION:

EMSA staff are currently working on preparing the Paramedic Regulations for public comment.  The proposed changes include the following:
1. Reference the current version of the Paramedic License Application forms;

2. Amend the scope of practice for consistency with the National EMS Scope of Practice Model;

3. Amend certain sections of the regulations to provide more clarity;
4. Update the Base Hospital section to reflect current hospital accreditation options;

5. Provide requirements for Critical Care Transport-Paramedic (CCT-P) training and accreditation;

6. Provide requirements for Advanced Pre-hospital Paramedic (APP) training and accreditation.
7. Add minimal requirements for controlled substance security policies for ALS service providers. 

It is anticipated that the proposed regulation changes will be ready for the Commission’s approval at the September 2011 meeting. 
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
