RECOMMENDED ACTION:
 Receive information regarding the Chapter 13 EMS Systems Coordination Task Force.   

FISCAL IMPACT:

DISCUSSION:

The EMS Authority convened a task force to review issues related to EMS system coordination.  The task force consists of 33 members with representation of 18 public and private EMS constituent groups.  The task force will review the various issues brought up during the comment period for the draft of EMSA #141, the .201 workshop held in May 2010, and EMS Commission’s .201 subcommittee report dated December 1, 2010.  

The task force is on a fast track with meetings and/or conference calls scheduled every two (2) weeks.  The task force has made continuous progress since its first meeting of January 25, 2011.  There have been six (6) face-to-face meetings and two (2) conference calls with five (5) face-to-face meetings scheduled through July 27, 2011.  

The task force is developing a set of regulations that will address issues related to EMS systems coordination.  The task force is currently discussing recommendations and proposed language for Article 3, EMS System Organization and Management of the Chapter 13 regulation draft document.  This is a complicated component of the draft document with numerous references to 1797.201 and general EMS system coordination.  The issues are complex and will need to be analyzed to determine what is best managed through the regulatory process and/or the development of guidelines.  Once the appropriate approach is determined, the task force will serve as the expert writing group for the appropriate document(s).

The Commission will be kept advised on the task force’s progress.       
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
