Public Safety First Aid Regulation Revision Update
RECOMMENDED ACTION:
Receive information on Public Safety First Aid Regulation revisions and creation of the Emergency Medical Responder (EMR) Regulations.
FISCAL IMPACT:

DISCUSSION

The EMS Authority convened the EMR Task Force in January 2011.  The Task Force is comprised of a cross section of EMS stakeholders.  The goals of the Task Force are:

1. To revise the Public Safety First Aid Regulations, Chapter 1.5, Division 9, Title 22.
2. Adopt a scope of practice for the Public Safety First Aid providers.  

3. Adopt the EMR as a level of EMS responder. 

4. Adopt the training requirements and scope of practice for EMRs. 

The Task Force set four meeting dates to accomplish their goals, which are January 20, February 10, March 10, and March 24, 2011.  

During the first EMR Task Force meeting on January 20, 2011, the Task Force recommended removing EMR from the Public Safety First Aid Chapter of Regulations and placing it in its own chapter of regulations.  This way the Public Safety First Aid Chapter of Regulations will be focused on public safety first aid requirements and the EMR Chapter will focus on the EMR requirements.  The EMS Authority will create a new chapter, Chapter 1.9, which will reside in Division 9 of Title 22.  The Task Force also agreed to a scope of practice for Public Safety First Aid providers.  
It is anticipated that the new EMR Regulations will be similar to the EMT Regulations, with respect to training program approval requirements and will include a scope of practice consistent with the National Scope of Practice Model.  The EMS Authority is not proposing to require certification or criminal background checks for the EMR, due to the lack of statutory authority.  

The proposed timeline for the revision of the Public Safety Regulations and the adoption of a new chapter are as follows:
