       Summary of key points from May 15, 2007 meeting:  Subcommittee Chair 

       Bruce Lee briefly discussed the issues raised at the May 15 meeting.  He then   

       presented a proposal for members of the subcommittee to discuss.

·  Develop a statewide EMT registry to be developed and maintained by EMSA.  Data would be inputted at the local level by LEMSAs.  Licensure and certification standards would be developed that all LEMSAs would follow.

·  Develop statewide standardization of background checks.  Function could be incorporated into the registry database.

·   Development of consistent investigation and disciplinary processes.

· Integration of responsibility of both the LEMSA and the EMT employer (public or private).

· Delegation of authority and responsibility to notify the LEMSA on disciplinary action and resolutions.

· LEMSA medical directors retain auditing authority to provide adequate medical oversight ensuring the public’s safety.

VII.         Meeting Summary:  Subcommittee chair Bruce Lee asked members of the  

               committee whether the group had reached consensus and whether a proposal 
               could be forwarded to the EMS Commission next week.  Lou Meyer made a 
               motion, seconded by Lew Stone, to adopt the proposal as presented and 
               discussed.  A detailed discussion ensued.  Members agreed that many of the 
               details still need to be worked out, but would likely occur during the regulatory 
               process.  Subcommittee members also agreed that if the EMS Commission 
               endorses the proposal, an appropriate legislative vehicle would be found to   

               move the issue forward.  The Subcommittee then voted to adopt the motion 
               unanimously.  Bruce Lee will formalize the proposal in written form to submit 
               to the EMS Commission for their meeting on June 27, 2007, in Sacramento.
