The revised Deployment Operations Manual (DOM)  was released in draft by February 21st.  DHV has over 17,600 volunteers registered.

The Response Personnel Unit led a team of EMSA DMS staff who provided the ICS structure for a two day training and deployment exercise event, Hands Across The Bay, held at the O.co Coliseum in Oakland on May 4th and 5th.  Over 200 volunteers were involved from County DHV Units and Medical Reserve Corps Units.

The Multi-Media Training and Statewide Medical and Health Exercise workgroup has reconvened to develop a multi-year training plan for the Statewide Medical and Health Exercise. Planning is underway for the next exercise, which is scheduled for November 2012. The scenario selected by the Stakeholder Workgroup is a Power Outage due to an Earthquake.







Golden Guardian 2012 (GG2012) will be composed of workshops, seminars and discussion-based exercises designed to validate and identify issues in the Southern California Catastrophic Earthquake Plan. Activities began in September 2011, and continue through June 2012. EMSA participated in the Mass Care Workshop in October and the California National Guard, Contingency Dual Command Post Exercise in November. EMSA participated in a CDPH/EMSA Joint Emergency Operations Center (JEOC) Table Top Exercise (TTX) in May, a California Health and Human Services Executive level TTX in May and a full scale field exercise in June 2012.
