Five Regional Trauma Coordinating Committees (RTCCs) have been established to create a “System of Systems” to guide California toward the development of a State Trauma System. The RTCC have formed committees to assist the leadership to improve care for the critically injured patient.

Trauma Advisory Committee:

The Trauma Advisory Committee (TAC) has had several teleconference meetings and 2 face-to-face meetings to plan for the 2nd statewide Trauma Summit 
The TAC initially reviewed Guidelines for Pediatric Interfacility Transport Programs and Interfacility Pediatric Trauma and Critical Care Consultation and/or Transfer Guidelines from the EMS for Children’s (EMSC) Technical Advisory Committee. Further discussion and revisions are in process.

Trauma Summit II

The second State Trauma Summit will be held September 21, 2009 at the Doubletree Club Hotel in San Diego. The University of San Diego, Medical Center will be co-hosting the Trauma Summit with the EMS Authority.

Performance Measures for State Traffic Record Systems

On February 18-19, 2009 the EMS Authority participated in a national expert panel to develop, through a consensus-building process, a minimum set of data quality performance measures that is intended to be used by federal, state, and local governments in the development and implementation of their Traffic Records Data Systems, Strategic Plans and programs. A minimum of six quality performance measures were drafted addressing timeliness, accuracy, completeness, uniformity, integration, and accessibility for state traffic safety data systems. 

The EMS Authority participated mostly in the development of injury performance measures related to State Traffic Safety Measures. In May 2009 the panel released the white paper for public comment. The Expert Panel will gather the comments and reconvene in late September of 2009. 

Prevention:

EMSA participates in the Statewide Highway Safety Plan (SHSP) implementation, the Statewide Coalition of Traffic Safety (SCOTS), and the Older Californian Traffic Safety (OTCS) group.

	Public Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee (PSRSPC): PSRSPC is managed by the California Emergency Management Agency (CalEMA) continues to meet monthly to discuss critical operability, tactical interoperability, governance needs, and secure sustainable funding. PSRSPC’s current assignment is to research, analyze and make recommendations for remote site management for Remote Wireless Telecommunications Facilities utilized by state public safety agencies.

Federal Department of Commerce’s Public Safety Interoperability Communications (PSIC) Grant Program:  EMS Authority was awarded grant funds for communications inoperability. The funds are being used for equipment purchases, installation, and training which will be consistent with the requirement of the SAFECOM Project 25 compatibility standards and those of the Department of General Services Telecommunications Division (DGS-TD).  

EMSA is participating, in conjunction with 14 other State public safety agencies, in the development of a 10-year strategic plan focused on achieving interoperability and determining future communications needs. Utilizing the PSIC funds, Department of General Services’ Telecommunication Division selected a consultant to meet with each agency including EMSA to develop the strategic plan by Spring 2010.  EMSA is scheduled to meet with the consultant, The Gartner Group, in September 2009.
Revised Communications Resource Manual (CRM):  The revised CRM has been posted on the EMSA website under the “Communications Section”.  This document provides information primarily as an operational resource manual for all local EMS agencies, hospitals, public and private providers, and PSAPs. It contains useful information for EMS operations, as well as provides the data necessary to enable radio communications during transport operations within the state.  The next phase of this project will allow the LEMSAs the capability to update the information in the manual via the website.

The EMSC Coordinators are reviewing the EMS provider agency responses to the EMSC performance measure surveys for basis life support and advanced life support patient care units that have the essential pediatric equipment and supplies, as outlined in the National Guidelines for pediatric equipment and supplies for basic and advanced life support.  The results are being reviewed in order to assess how we can improve California’s compliance with the performance measure.
