DISCUSSION:
EMSC Regulations:

The EMS Authority convened a task force in March 2011 consisting of EMS Authority staff, EMSC Technical Advisory Committee (TAC), and other EMS partners to develop EMS for Children regulations for California.  EMS stakeholders have been participating in the process and were actively involved in the development of the proposed regulations which was previous projected as a two-year timeline.
A first regulations draft document was distributed for a pre-public comment period with EMDAC and EMSAAC in early 2012. The comments were reviewed and responses considered by the EMSC Regulations task force and EMS Authority and revisions to the draft regulations were made.  
The revised regulations draft was distributed for a second pre-public comment period to EMS constituents on August 17, 2012 with an ending date of October 16, 2012. The comments for the second comment period have been reviewed preliminarily by the EMSC Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) chair and key representatives from the EMSC TAC.  The main areas of concern by constituents in the most recent comment period were related to EMS plans, data, and levels of facility designation.  
The next step in this process will be providing appropriate responses to each comment for review by EMS Authority.  Due to the volume of comments received during the comment period and the likelihood of additional changes to the proposed regulations, a third pre-public comment period may be proposed.  
We will keep the Commission informed on the progress of these regulations.    
EMSC Annual Planning Meeting: 

The EMSC Strategic planning meeting was held on January 31st and February 1st, 2013 in San Francisco.  The EMSC Technical Advisory Committee and the EMSC Coordinators Group discussed program updates, goals and objectives for the 2013-14 grant cycle, a proposed action plan, and strategies to continue meeting the National EMSC Performance Measures.

The group proposed the following topics for the next EMSC Forum scheduled for November 2013 in Sacramento: Assessing Critically Ill Children in the Field, Child Abuse/Shaken Baby, Pain Management for Children, Child Growth & Development, Current Peds Literature, Street Drugs, and SIDS.  The exact meeting date in November is being confirmed and will be sent out to the EMS community when it is calendared.  
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
