FISCAL IMPACT:
None, however, some local EMS agencies and service providers may continue to experience training and data system revision costs associated with the ongoing reporting of the core measures until they are fully implemented.
DISCUSSION:
EMSA received data reports from 24 local EMS agencies for the 2009, 2010, 2011, and 2012 calendar years. The Core Measures Taskforce has since refined the measures to clarify some of the data elements, correct minor inconsistencies, and removed measures that need further development for the 2013 Core Measures.  The 2013 data reports will be due to EMSA by 3/31/14, and will reflect data from the 2012 and 2013 calendar year. 
The next steps for the taskforce are to begin evaluating the Core Measures for the 2014 calendar year to make them consistent with the NEMSIS V3 Data Standards and begin review of the Core Measures for 2015.  The Core Measures will continue to be collected annually.  
In early 2014, the EMS Authority will hold additional Core Measures Workshops around the State.  The workshops will be similar to the sessions held in February and March of 2013, with updated progress and information on the status of the Core Measures project.  

The Commission will be kept informed on the progress of the Core Measures project.  
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
