DISCUSSION:

EMSA staff are currently receiving public comments on the proposed changes to the EMT Regulations.  The proposed changes include the following:
1. Incorporate the National EMS Education Standards;

2. Incorporate the National EMT Instructional Guidelines;

3. Increase the required EMT course hours from 120 to 160 hours (144 hours of didactic training and 16 hours of clinical experience);

4. Amend the scope of practice to mirror the National EMS Scope of Practice Model;
5. Clean-up sections of the regulations to provide more clarity.

The 45 day public comment period is scheduled to close on September 5th.  It is anticipated that the proposed regulation changes will be ready for the Commission’s approval at the December 2011 meeting. 
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
