DISCUSSION

Trauma Program Staffing:

Farid Nasr, MD will be working with Bonnie Sinz on trauma program activities.  Ms. Sinz works part time as a retired annuitant.  Dr. Nasr will continue to function as the State Specialty Care Program Coordinator.     
State Trauma Advisory Committee (STAC):

The STAC meets every other month as schedules permit.  Since the last Commission meeting, STAC met in December and February.  Main agenda items are:

· RTCC Reports with advice provided by members

· Re-triage and  IFT protocols

· Trauma Center/System Assessment Guidance
· Performance Improvement with associated Data needs
· State Trauma Plan

Action items are generated as needed. Multimedia options are made available to members who are unable to travel.  
State Trauma Plan 
The EMS Authority management staff has received the final DRAFT of the State Trauma Plan.  Proposed edits will be brought to the STAC for discussion and recommendations as appropriate.  Pre-public and public comment periods will begin upon final edits by the EMS Authority.
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Regional Trauma Coordinating Committees (RTCC)
The RTCCs continue to schedule their own conference calls and face-to-face meetings with participation by EMS Authority staff when available.  Subcommittees are formed with special projects as determined by the membership. The North RTCC is under new direction with Dr. David Shatz (UC Davis) as the Chairman.  They hosted their first face-to-face meeting on February 11, 2013 in Sacramento.  
Trauma Plans/Updates

The EMS Authority continues to review local trauma plans/updates as they are submitted.  San Joaquin County EMS Agency now has an approved Trauma Plan with stated plans to designate a Level III Trauma Center by July 2013.  With this approval, all 32 Local EMS Agencies have approved Trauma Plans.
Designated Trauma Centers
California currently has 73 designated Trauma Centers. The EMS Authority website has a listing of all California Trauma Centers at www.emsa.ca.gov. 

Trauma Summit IV

The fourth Trauma Summit was sponsored by the UC San Diego Center for Resuscitation Science and the UC San Diego Division of Trauma as part of the 3rd Annual California Trauma and Resuscitation Conference on January 24, 2013.
