Advanced EMT Regulations 
RECOMMENDED ACTION:
Approve amendments to the Advanced EMT (AEMT) Regulations. 

FISCAL IMPACT:
Beginning July 1, 2010 AEMTs will experience either a $37 or a $75 increase in certification fees to support the EMS Authority’s additional responsibilities required by Assembly Bill 2917.  The $75 fee will be required for anybody who is either initially certifying or recertifying who will need to obtain a criminal background check.  The $37 fee will be required for those individuals who would be current in the criminal background check system.   

DISCUSSION:

The Office of Administrative Law (OAL) approved the AEMT Regulations (Chapter 3, Division 9, Title 22, California Code of Regulations) with the exception of subsections b, c, and d, of Section 100105, Application of Chapter; Displacement of Services on May 18, 2010.  These three subsections were disapproved because they did not meet the clarity standard required in the rulemaking process.  OAL granted an extension to November 20, 2010 for the EMS Authority to amend this section, release it for public comment, obtain Commission on EMS approval, and resubmit these subsections to OAL to be inserted into the AEMT Chapter.   
The amended section was released for pubic comment from July 16, 2010 to July 31, 2010.  The EMS Authority received comments and held a conference call on August 10, 2010 with the EMT 2010 Task Force to discuss the comments and responses.  Attached is the comments table with responses along with the final amended draft of Section 100105 for your review.  

OAL agreed to leave the following provision in Section 100105 (a), “A LEMSA shall not authorize the displacement of existing advanced life support services (Paramedic) with limited advanced life support services (Advanced EMT) without first determining that the geography, population density, and resources render continuation of advanced life support services infeasible.”  This provision was left in to preserve the intent of this section which is that paramedic services would not be displaced without the local emergency medical services agency first evaluating if continuation of ALS services would not be feasible.  Once approved, this provision will be removed and replaced with the attached amended language.
