RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Receive updated information regarding the current status of California’s Mobile Field Hospital Program (MFH).

FISCAL IMPACT:

DISCUSSION:

In consideration of the State’s fiscal emergency, the State eliminated funding for California’s MFH Program in the Budget Act of 2011.  EMSA has sought to identify alternatives to continue the MFH Program without stressing the State budget.  The opportunity to continue this program for the 2011/2012 budget year involved a unique public-private partnership with BLU MED Response Systems, the vendor that provides turn-key services for the program including deploying the hospitals to treat patients within 72 hours.
