Receive updated information regarding the California Emergency Medical Services Authority, Golden Guardian Mobile Field Hospital Exercise June 4th, 5th and 6th; 2012.

DISCUSSION:

The California Emergency Medical Services Authority (EMS Authority) will be conducting a 50 bed Mobile Field Hospital exercise June 4th, 5th and 6th, 2012 at Sacramento State University. The exercise activities will begin with a training day on June 4th followed by the Mobile Field Hospital exercise on June 5th and will conclude with Mobile Field Hospital tours and a VIP event scheduled to include Members of the California State Legislature on June 6th. 
The 50 bed hospital used in this exercise is a reduced and reconfigured version taken from one of the three 200 bed hospitals currently maintained in California.  It will have X-Ray, laboratory and Pharmacy capabilities, a 15 bed emergency room, 5 trauma beds, an operating room, 10 ICU beds, 20 ward beds, a central supply area and a Hospital Command Center. The hospital is self-contained and can be shipped and ready for operations within 72 hours anywhere in California in response to a disaster. The exercise location at Sacramento State University is the result of a collaborative partnership between the EMS Authority and the University.  The continuum of care exercised will include Ambulance Strike Teams, California Medical Assistance Teams, Hospital Administrative Support Units, and a Mission Support Team.
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This Mobile Field Hospital training and exercise allows the EMS Authority the opportunity to fulfill its obligation to maintain mission readiness of the Mobile Field Hospital for the people of California.
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
