DISCUSSION:
The Emergency Medical Services (EMS) Authority’s goal is to implement an electronic information system that is robust and will be used to collect statewide data on EMS and Trauma activities throughout the State.  The California Emergency Medical Services Information System (CEMSIS), utilizing grant funding from the Office of Traffic Safety (OTS), was contracted out to Sierra-Sacramento Valley (SSV) EMS agency.  SSV subcontracted with Lancet Technology to provide the data warehouse for statewide EMS and trauma data transmission.  EMSA, utilizing OTS funds, is providing local assistance funding to local EMS agencies, upon request, to participate in the CEMSIS demonstration project.

Funds from the OTS grant were allocated in fiscal year 2009 – 2010. In addition to the contract to SSV to implement the data project, EMSA entered into a one year agreement with seventeen (17) local agencies to provide EMS and/or Trauma data to the system. The first year of CEMSIS funding to the local EMS agencies ended June 30, 2010.  The final year funding begins July 1, 2010.  The EMS Authority is working with interested local EMS agencies to complete the final year funding contracts.  
EMSA is in the process of developing data use agreement policies.  We have received input from the States of Texas and Utah.  

CEMSIS – EMS  
The XSD and the EMS data dictionary have been revised. The new documents have been made available to the local agencies.  EMSA staff worked with staff from the National Emergency Medical Service Information System (NEMSIS) and the programmers from Lancet Technology to create the revised documents. A call for EMS data is projected for September 2010.  
CEMSIS – Trauma

In the first funding year trauma center data was submitted by twelve (12) of 22 local EMS agencies that have designated trauma centers. At the time of this report, the total number of records in the database was 44,000; this number reflects data collected from January 2009 – December 2009.  
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
