Receive updated information regarding the EMS Authority’s CAL-MAT Program. 
FISCAL IMPACT:

DISCUSSION:

The CAL-MAT Program is an essential component of the Mobile Medical Assets Program utilized by EMSA to respond to and mitigate mass casualty and other significant disaster incidents in California.

On July 13, 2010, EMSA released the third Request for Proposals (RFP) for a contractor to provide cache maintenance, warehouse logistics and response personnel capability for CAL-MAT response.  No qualified bids were received.  After discussions with the bidders and potential bidders who participated in the entire RFP process, EMSA evaluated their recommendations and formulated an alternative plan to ensure the disaster response capabilities of EMSA’s Mobile Medical Assets Program remain sustainable.  Another RFP is being developed which will be limited to the disaster cache maintenance and warehouse logistics functions only.  For the response personnel component, EMSA has identified CAL-MAT Team Leaders who are assisting EMSA with recruiting qualified and experienced disaster response personnel to be hired through the State’s Emergency Hire Process.  While this approach was intended to serve as an interim measure should there be an immediate response need, EMSA’s assessment is that it will likely also be a viable approach as a long term plan and this solution is being further developed.  A distinct advantage of this plan is that it provides both Workers’ Compensation and liability insurance for the CAL-MAT members.  

EMSA recently concluded a successful CAL-MAT mission for each day of the 2010 World Series in San Francisco with a 12-member CAL-MAT and a 2-member Mission Support Team (MST) standing-by near AT&T Park to provide medical surge treatment if needed. 
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
