	Public Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee (PSRSPC):  The Public Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee (PSRSPC) continues to meet once a month to address the fundamental plan for the PSRSPC members that consists of a Road Map to 2017, that contains three basic components; 1) address critical operability, tactical interoperability, and governance needs; 2) design and secure long term, sustainable funding mechanism and initiate System of System (SoS) planning; 3) build out California’s System of System including governance agreements and protocols.
Department of Commerce’s Public Safety Interoperability Communications (PSIC) Grant Program:  EMS Authority, along with 14 other Public Safety Agencies, will be awarded PSIC grant funds, a total of $16 million, for critical operability projects and a number of key statewide planning projects, including a 10-year strategic planning effort for PSRSPC agencies. 	The California Poison Control System (CPCS) continues to provide statewide service.  Quarterly reports are provided to the EMS Authority as required in the contract.  The CPCS is financed through a combination of State general funds, federal funds and federal/private sector grants.  An Interagency Agreement between EMSA and the Department of Health Care Services has been fully executed for the provision of $800,000 in additional funding for the CPCS for FY 2007/08 and 2008/09.  This additional funding is for services provided by CPCS to Medi-Cal recipients.  The Emergency Preparedness Office (EPO) and Los Angeles County have awarded CPCS $228,000 from EPO and $375,000 from LA County for Surveillance and diagnostic services for Real Time detection.
