	Statewide Trauma System:  The California Trauma Summit was held on July 24, 2008 at the Courtyard Marriott on the UC Davis Medical Center campus. 198 trauma system stakeholders gathered together to discuss the best approach for California to take in the development of its State Trauma System. Each participant had the opportunity to provide input into the implementation of a statewide system. The group had consensus that a statewide regional approach is the next step and another summit should be scheduled for next year. 
Select participants from the Summit gathered the next day to discuss implementation ideas presented by experts and stakeholders. By mid morning the group consensus was to create interim Regional Trauma Coordinating Committees (RTCC). The RTCCs were charged with meeting 2-4 times in the next year, create an inclusive committee structure, perform a gap analysis, and other deliverables as determined by the group. All the RTCCs have scheduled either meetings or conference calls in August/September.
Trauma Plans:

The EMSA is reviewing trauma plan updates during the months of August and September. EMSA is providing technical assistance to Ventura and Solano counties who do not have approved trauma plans. 
Grant Funding:

EMSA applied for a Sierra Health Foundation Grant to assist with communication costs for northern and central RTCCs.
Prevention:

EMSA participates in Statewide Highway Safety Plan (SHSP), Statewide Coalition of Traffic Safety (SCOTS), Older Californian Traffic Safety (OTCS).

EMS data on ambulance and non-ambulance transportation services provided from January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006 has been finalized with information obtained from LEMSAs. 	EMSC Coordinators:  Final preparations are being made for the 11th Annual EMSC Conference.  The EMSC Conference will be held October 8, 2008 at the Doubletree Hotel in Sacramento.  The topics chosen for presentation are:  Pediatric Pain Management, Pediatric Seizures, Behavioral Emergencies, Pediatric Burns, Pediatric Assessment, and Pediatric Blast Injuries. The Coordinators continue to review and revise the Pediatric Prehospital Treatment Protocols. 	The EMS Data Committee is continuing work on presentations to be held statewide on the introduction of California’s EMS Information System (CEMSIS) program.  Project management and IT support for the program will be funded by the $1.3 million OTS grant received by EMSA.
