	Currently, there are 18 open complaint/case files on pediatric first aid, pediatric CPR, and preventive health and safety training providers.  The majority of these cases are for non-compliance with the section of regulation (Section 100000.33) that states, “course completion rosters must be in to the EMS Authority within 30 calendar days of course completion.”  Other issues being discovered are:  The shortening of course hours along with training providers teaching first aid, CPR, and preventive health and safety (15-hours of courses) in one day; and Instructors exceeding the student/instructor ratio for pediatric first aid and CPR courses.
