	Regional Trauma Coordinating Committees:

Five Regional Trauma Coordinating Committees (RTCCs) have been established to create a “System of Systems” to guide California toward the development of a State Trauma System. All RTCCs are meeting and establishing work priorities with timetables.
Trauma Advisory Committee:

Dr. David Hoyt (Chair of the State Trauma Advisory Committee) has accepted the position of Executive Director of the American College of Surgeons and the Director of the EMS Authority has appointed Dr. Robert Mackersie to Chair the State Trauma Advisory Committee (TAC). In accordance with the California Statewide Trauma Planning: Assessment and Implementation 2008, the TAC has been restructured and formalized. Members are nominated by trauma constituents and then appointed by the EMS Authority Director. The TAC is charged with developing a State Trauma Plan to include Trauma Regionalization and the use of CEMSIS – Trauma. 
Trauma Summit III

The next California State Trauma Summit (III) will be on December 2, 2010 in San Francisco.

Trauma Centers

Marshall Medical Center in Placerville and Kaweah Delta Medical Center in Visalia have both been designated as Level III Trauma Centers. The state of California now has 67 Trauma Centers.
Trauma Plans

Solano County EMS has submitted a trauma plan which is currently under review by EMSA.  The approval of San Joaquin County EMS’ trauma plan has expired as it was never implemented as written.  They have informed EMSA that a new trauma plan is being developed. 

Performance Measures for State Traffic Record Systems

The EMS Authority is participating in a NTHSA Expert Panel to develop a minimum set of model set of data quality performance measures. The measures are intended to be used by federal, state, and local governments in the development and implementation of their Traffic Records Data Systems. The data systems groups include crash, motor vehicles, driver, roadway, adjudication, and injury. Each group then developed performance measures addressing timeliness, accuracy, completeness, uniformity, integration, and accessibility. The White Paper reiterates that the model performance measures should help States monitor and improve their traffic record systems.

The EMS Authority participated mostly in the development of injury performance measures related to State Traffic Safety Measures. The initial meeting was February 18, 2009 in Washington DC. On June 1, 2009 the panel released the white paper for public comment. The Expert Panel gathered on September 29, 2009 in Washington DC and reviewed the comments. The White Paper was augmented to address the comments from constituents. The Expert Panel will suggest 57 model performance measure presented in a white paper scheduled to be released in late February 2010.

Prevention:

EMSA participates in the Statewide Highway Safety Plan (SHSP) implementation, the Statewide Coalition of Traffic Safety (SCOTS), and the Older Californian Traffic Safety (OTCS) group.

	EMSA Review Criteria and Policy for Transportation and Exclusive Operating Area – The draft of EMSA 141 Review Criteria and Policy for Transportation and Exclusive Operating Area Components of the EMS Plan has been sent out for public comment.  The comment period started December 7, 2009 and will conclude February 25, 2010.  A copy of the draft guideline can be found on the EMS Authority’s website homepage under “Hot Topics”.

	Public Safety Radio Strategic Planning Committee (PSRSPC): This group of state representatives is responsible for developing and implementing a statewide integrated public safety communications system that facilitates interoperability and coordinates the use of the public safety spectrum.  Current projects include the 2010 Report to the Legislature and addressing remote site management efforts.  
Federal Department of Commerce’s Public Safety Interoperability Communications (PSIC) Grant Program:  EMS Authority was awarded grant funds for equipment purchases, installation, and training.  Communications equipment has been purchased and installed in the Department Operations Center.  
EMSA and 14 other State public safety agencies are participating in the development of a 10-year strategic plan (to be completed by Spring 2010) focused on achieving interoperability and determining future communications needs.  EMSA is working with consultants to complete this project and have provided background information and identified specific needs.  The last meeting was held in December 2009 which focused on Strengths, Weaknesses, Opportunities, and Threats of the department’s radio communications. The last meeting prior to completing the Plan will consist of meeting with the Consultants to discuss the department’s proposed Roadmap for radio communications.
Communications Resource Manual (CRM):  This manual has been updated and is accessible to all local EMS agencies, hospitals, public and private providers, and PSAPs on the EMSA website:  www.emsa.ca.gov.  It contains useful information for EMS operations, as well as provides the data necessary to enable radio communications during transport operations within the state.  EMSA is currently working to allow LEMSAs the capability to update the manual’s information on line.  EMSA will also be notifying each of the Regional Trauma Center Coordinators and air medical and ground ambulance providers regarding the availability of the updated manual.

The EMS Commission approved CEMSIS – Trauma data dictionary, XSD and Change Log has been posted on the EMSA website.  Participating local EMS agencies began transmitting trauma data to the state November 2009.

The first Data report was submitted to the Commission December 2, 2009. Data was received from 10 of the 15 LEMSAs that are reporting data to the CEMSIS-Trauma database. A second call for data will be conducted in February, this recall for January-June 2009 data will allow the contractor to ensure that the validated data is clean and error free.
