EMS-RELATED BILLS –2009/2010 LEGISLATION SESSION

Bills in the Legislature

AB 511/De La Torre, Medi-Cal:  ambulance providers:  quality assurance fees

Status:
1/7/2010; Senate Health Committee

· This would declare the intent of the Legislature to enact legislation that would require the State Department of Health Care Services to establish a quality assurance fee program for ambulance providers within the Medi-Cal program. 

AB 1272/Hill, Emergency medical services:  trauma center:  helicopter landing pad

Status:
7/8/2009; Senate Health Committee

· This bill would clarify that existing statute shall not be construed as authorizing a county to prohibit a trauma center from installing a helicopter landing pad at or near its facility for the purpose of receiving emergency trauma care patients.

AB 1503/Lieu, Emergency medical care:  billing

Status:
7/1/2009; Senate Health Committee
· This bill would revise the conditions for reimbursement from the Maddy EMS Fund for care provided to patients who do not have health insurance coverage, cannot afford to pay for their services, and for whom payment will not be made through any private coverage or by any program funded in whole or in part by the federal government.

AB 1669/Jeffries, Department of Forestry and Fire Protection: employment: criminal background checks

Status:
2/4/2010; Assembly Natural Resources Committee

· This bill would require the department to conduct a state and federal criminal background check on a firefighter before hiring, with exceptions, beginning January 1, 2012 for permanent hires and beginning January 1, 2014 for seasonal hires.

AB 1679/Torres, Public Safety Telecommunicators Week

Status:
2/4/2010; Assembly Utilities and Commerce Committee

· This bill would designate the second full week of April each year as California Public Safety Telecommunicators Week for the purpose of heightening citizen awareness of the importance of 911 service and its role in keeping the public safe.

AB 1702/Swanson, Defibrillators

Status:
2/11/2010; Assembly Judiciary Committee
· This bill would extend the requirements for health studios to acquire an automatic external defibrillator to July 1, 2015. The bill would also, beginning July 1, 2011, apply these requirements and this immunity to golf courses and amusement parks, as defined.
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
