DISCUSSION:

EMS Authority Budget 

2009/10
As evidenced in the attached report, available program funding during 2009/10 for State operations is approximately $11.9 million and $14.9 million in local assistance for total program funding of $26.8 million.  As of 12/31/09, the EMS Authority has expended and/or encumbered $10.4 million or 39% of available program funding.  Of this amount, $6.4 million or 54% of State Operations funding has been expended and/or encumbered, and $4 million or 27% of local assistance funding has been expended and/or encumbered. 

We will continue to monitor and adjust both State operations and local assistance budgets to meet changing program priorities and an updated report will be distributed prior to the next Commission meeting. 
2010/11

The Proposed California 2010/11 Governor’s budget includes expenditure authority in the amount of $24.2 million and 65.2 permanent positions.  Of this amount, $14.4 million is delegated for State operations and $9.9 million is delegated to local assistance.  Workload budget adjustments and policy adjustments include the following requests:

· $1.2 million in additional EMT Certification Fund authority and approval of 4.0 permanent and 1.0 two-year limited term position to support the EMT 2010 Project implementation and on-going workload. This project’s effort is to meet the legislative requirements of Assembly Bill 2917 (Torrico, Chapter 274, Statutes of 2008) mandating the EMS Authority to develop and implement a centralized statewide registry for the monitoring and tracking the status of Emergency Medical Technician certifications.
· $86,000 in EMS Personnel fund authority and one permanent position to address additional workload associated with paramedic licensing activities.
· $448,000 in General Fund authority to maintain the established minimum pharmaceutical cache level necessary for the Mobile Field Hospital Program.
EMS Authority Grant Funding

Since the last Commission meeting the EMS Authority has received no new funding.
EMS Authority Staffing Levels

As of December 31, 2009, the EMS Authority has 60.6 permanent positions and 17.1 temporary (blanket positions and retired annuitants) positions for a total staffing level of 77.7.  There are currently 8.0 vacant positions and we are actively recruiting to fill the positions, as quickly as possible.
