EMT-2010 Project:  EMT Central Registry Regulations
RECOMMENDED ACTION:
Receive information regarding the status of proposed California EMT Central Registry Regulations. 
FISCAL IMPACT:
There will be a fiscal impact to all EMTs and Advanced EMTs (AEMT) and/or their employers as a result of the necessary fees that will be collected to fund the Registry, the criminal background check, and local EMS agency (LEMSA) Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) reimbursement processes at the EMS Authority (EMSA).  The fees will be $75 for initial certifications and those individuals that need to have a criminal background check and $37 for renewals.  Certifying entities may also experience additional costs to purchase a card printer to print EMT and AEMT certification cards. 

DISCUSSION:

The Commission on EMS approved the proposed California EMT Central Registry Regulations at the December 2, 2009 Commission on EMS meeting.  The proposed revisions were submitted to the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) as part of the rulemaking file on January 12, 2010.  Because the EMT, Advanced EMT, and Disciplinary Regulations were facing disapproval from OAL and all three of these chapters are linked to the proposed Central Registry Regulations, the Central Registry Regulations could not be approved until these other chapter of regulations are approved.  Aside from minor corrections to the proposed chapter, the attorney at OAL did not identify any substantive changes that would require an additional public comment period.  
Because OAL’s 30-day deadline to review and approve or disapprove these regulations was February 25, 2010 the following options were presented to the EMS Authority:

1. Withdraw the rulemaking file and resubmit the rulemaking file for review when the EMT, Advanced EMT and Disciplinary Regulations are resubmitted for approval, 
 or

2. Receive a disapproval on this rulemaking file and resubmit the rulemaking file for review when the EMT, Advanced EMT and Disciplinary Regulations are resubmitted for approval.  
The EMS Authority chose the withdrawal option and will resubmit this chapter along with the EMT, Advanced EMT and Disciplinary Regulations.
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
