EMS Personnel Regulations Update

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Receive information on the status of the proposed revisions to the following regulations:

· Paramedic Regulations, California Code of Regulations (CCR), Title 22, Chapter 4

· Emergency Medical Technician (EMT) Regulations, CCR, Title 22, Chapter 2

· Advanced Emergency Medical Technician Regulations, CCR, Title 22, Chapter 3

· Process for EMT and Advanced EMT Disciplinary Action, and Recommended Guidelines for Disciplinary Orders and Conditions of Probation for EMT (Basic) and Advanced EMT

· California EMT Central Registry

FISCAL IMPACT: 

No fiscal impact.

DISCUSSION:
At the December 2, 2009 Commission on EMS meeting, the members voted to approve proposed changes to the EMS personnel regulations listed above.  The proposed regulation changes are necessary to implement the provisions of Assembly Bill 2917 (Torrico, Chapter 274, Statutes of 2008).

The rulemaking file for the Paramedic Regulations was filed on January 14, 2010 with the Office of Administrative Law (OAL).  All the other proposed regulation changes were filed with OAL on January 12, 2010.  
During OAL’s review of the proposed changes to the regulations noted above, some corrections needed were identified for the Paramedic Regulations, the Emergency Medical Technician Regulations, the Advanced EMT Regulations, the Process for EMT and Advanced EMT Disciplinary Actions Regulations, and the Recommended Guidelines for Disciplinary Orders and Conditions of Probation for EMT (Basic) and Advanced EMT.  
The following five issue memos will provide a status on the various regulations, and in some cases require approval by the members of the Commission on EMS. 
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
