DISCUSSION:

The EMS Authority is in the process of updating EMSA 141: Competitive Process for Creating Exclusive Operating Areas dated February of 1997.  The current draft of the guideline includes information on current processes and practices in place by EMSA when reviewing ambulance zones (including exclusive operating areas), EMS Plan transportation documents and Requests for Proposals.

EMSA 141: Review Criteria and Policy for Transportation and Exclusive Operating Area Components of the EMS Plan has been reviewed by a small Ad Hoc group from the EMS Administrators Association of California (EMSAAC) and their respective legal counsels.  The draft guideline was distributed for public comment on December 7, 2009 with the deadline initially extended to February 25, 2010.  A further extension to September 1, 2010 has been given to allow for more detailed review.
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
