DISCUSSION:

The EMS Authority held the .201 Today & Tomorrow, A Workshop on EMS System Coordination on May 4, 2010 in Sacramento.  This workshop was held as an information sharing session on issues related to Health and Safety Code Section 1797.201 and EMS system coordination.  The workshop was very well attended with 193 participants.  

The morning session consisted of presentations from California Fire Service, EMS Administrators Association of California, Private Ambulance Industry, EMS Medical Directors Association and the EMS Authority.  The presenters provided viewpoints on the issues surrounding 1797.201.  All presentations have been posted on the EMS Authority’s website for future reference.  

The afternoon session provided interactive dialogue between panel members and the audience.  Questions posed to the panel were as follows:  

	1.  What is the Relevance of .201 in 2010?





	2.  Is .201 the cause or the symptom of conflict in EMS System design?  

	3.  What are the areas of agreement?

	4.  What are potential solutions to 201 issues and ideas for improving EMS system 
coordination?


While many issues were discussed, the following summarizes the main points for further consideration:

· The need to define the criteria, the process to be used, and who makes the determination whether a city or fire district meets criteria listed in 1797.201;

· The local EMS agency EMS Plan should include information related to identification of 201 cities and fire districts within its area;

· EMSA should convene a task force to develop regulations that include definition for the terms scope and manner and EMS service type and level as related to 1797.201 and 1797.224;

· Possible use of EMSA 141 as a vehicle to define manner and scope and EMS service type and level;

· Develop regulations to clarify exclusive operating areas and their relationship to 1797.201;

· Local EMS agencies should have Emergency Medical Care Committees established to provide meaningful involvement of EMS system participants; 

The EMS Authority will be working with the Commission to consider the next steps for this issue.  
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
