DISCUSSION

Trauma Center Designations
The EMS Authority provides technical assistance to LEMSAs encouraging hospitals to seek trauma center designation. With the addition of Antelope Valley Hospital (Level II Trauma Center), Lucile Packard Children’s Hospital at Stanford Hospital & Clinics (Level I Trauma Center, Level II Pediatrics), Santa Clara Valley Medical Center (Level I Trauma Center, Level II Pediatrics), and Riverside County Regional Medical Center (Level II Trauma Center, Level II Pediatrics) as newly designated trauma centers or adding a pediatric designation, the state of California now has 68 designated centers.
State Trauma Advisory Committee (STAC):
The State Trauma Advisory Committee (STAC) has held meetings every other month since the Summit II. The composition of the STAC has been formalized with 18 committee members reaching most EMS partners. The STAC is currently comprised of Robert Mackersie, MD, FACS (Chair), Cheryl Wraa, RN, MSN (North RTCC), Joe Barger, MD (Bay Area RTCC), James Davis, MD, FACS (Central RTCC), Nancy Lapolla, RN, MPH (Southwest RTCC), Raul Coimbra, MD, FACS (Southeast RTCC), Cathy Chidester, RN, MSN (Urban LEMSA), Larry Karsteadt (Rural LEMSA), H. Gill Cryer, MD, PhD (ACS), Ed Guzman, EMT-P (CAA), and Linda Raby, RN, BSN (TMAC). The following are pending nomination: EMSC, EMDAAC, CHA, Cal-ACEP, Cal-Chiefs, and two at large positions. Jay Goldman, MD, Debby Rogers, RN, MS, Ramon Johnson, MD, FACEP, Victoria Pinnette, MS, Virginia Hastings, Judith Yates, RN, MPH, Joseph Galante, MD, FACS, and David Ghilarducci, MD, FACEP serve as ad hoc members pending completion of nominations and appointments.

The main agenda items are writing the New Statewide Trauma Plan, examination of CEMSIS data, and planning for State Trauma System Summit III.
New Statewide Trauma Plan
At the May 10, 2010 STAC meeting, committee members were presented with an outline draft for writing the Statewide Trauma Plan. The EMS Authority with the chair of the STAC is constructing writing groups for various sections to convert the draft outline into a written plan.

State Trauma System Summit III

On December 2, 2010 the Summit will convene at the Marines' Memorial Club and Hotel hosted by Stanford Hospital & Clinics - Trauma Services, San Francisco General Hospital Medical Center - Trauma Department, and Regional Medical Center of San Jose. The State Trauma System Summit III will spotlight best practices within the Regional Trauma Coordinating Committees and introduce a draft Statewide Trauma Plan.
Performance Measures for State Traffic Record Systems

The EMS Authority is participating in a NTHSA Expert Panel to develop a minimum set of model data quality performance measures. The measures are intended to be used by federal, state, and local governments in the development and implementation of their Traffic Records Data Systems. The data systems groups include crash, motor vehicles, driver, roadway, adjudication, and injury. Each group then developed performance measures addressing timeliness, accuracy, completeness, uniformity, integration, and accessibility. The White Paper reiterates that the model performance measures should help States monitor and improve their traffic record systems.

The EMS Authority participated mostly in the development of injury performance measures related to State Traffic Safety Measures. The initial meeting was February 18, 2009 in Washington DC. On June 1, 2009 the panel released the white paper for public comment. The Expert Panel gathered on September 29, 2009 in Washington DC and reviewed the comments. The White Paper was augmented to address the comments from constituents. The Expert Panel suggests 57 model performance measures presented in a white paper released in February 2010. Rural Trauma Team Developmental Course (RTTDC)
The American College of Surgeons – Committee on Trauma (ACS-COT) portrays the Rural Trauma Team Development Course (RTTDC) as a program that “will improve the quality of care in a rural community by developing a timely, organized, and rational response to the care of the trauma patient and a team approach that addresses the common problems in the initial assessment and stabilization of the injured”. The College describes the purpose of the RTTDC as “to increase the efficiency of resource utilization and improve the level of care provided to the injured patient in the rural environment”. This course utilizes Level I or II trauma center providers to discuss resource appropriate care at hospitals within their respective catchment areas; additionally, the course work is done at the sending hospital.  The EMS Authority is working with the Trauma Managers Association in planning courses the rural areas of California. 

Trauma Plans

The EMS Authority reviewed a draft Solano County Trauma Plan and provided comments and recommendations for revisions/additions.  A completed Solano County Trauma Plan is expected to be submitted for approval in the near future.  The EMS Authority is currently reviewing the San Luis Obispo Trauma Plan. The approval of San Joaquin County Trauma Plan has expired as it was never implemented as written.  They have informed EMSA that a new trauma plan is being developed.
Prevention:

EMSA participates in the Statewide Highway Safety Plan (SHSP) implementation, the Statewide Coalition of Traffic Safety (SCOTS), and the Older Californian Traffic Safety (OTCS) group.
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
